Finding: The district's Local Wellness Policy did not state who was involved or
have any information on those involved in the structuring of the policy.
Corrective Action: The district will need to form a committee or use an existing
committee to review and update the Local Wellness Policy at their discretion.
4. Requirement: Potential stakeholders must be made aware of their ability to
participate in the development, review, update, and implementation of the
Local Wellness Policy.

Finding: The district did not have documentation on how it makes any
stakeholders aware of the policy or their ability to participate in the
construction of the policy.

Corrective Action: The district will need to make a part of the Local Wellness
Policy how stakeholders will know they can participate in the development,
review, update, and implementation of the policy.

5. Requirement: The public should know about the results of the most recent
assessment on the implementation of the Local Wellness Policy.

Finding: The policy does not contain how the public will be made aware of the
most recent results of the assessment on the implementation of the policy.
Corrective Action: The district will need to make the public aware of the results
of the most recent assessment on the implementation of the policy. This will
need to be a part of the Local Wellness Policy, with documentation to support
the response: such as the results of the most recent assessment on the
implementation of the policy on the district's website.
