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	Text25: Certification & Benefit Issuance
Requirement: All Family Size and Income Applications selected for review were not correctly approved. Question 126
Findings: Family Size and Income Applications were mis-categorized for several students.
Corrective Action Requirement: Families who have mis-categorized applications must be notified in writing of error. Adverse action procedures must be followed. Provide copies of  Adverse Action Letters and rosters showing correct benefits for mis-categorized applications.

Requirement: Correct conversion factors must be used when processing Family Size and Income Applications. Question 128
Findings: Some Family Size and Income Applications were mis-categorized due to incorrect conversion factors being used when more than one income frequency is reported.
Corrective Action Requirement: Provide documentation that demonstrates Family Size & Income Applications being approved use correct conversion factors when processing more than one income frequency.

Requirement: Information does not not contain correct information for direct certification. Question 132
Findings: The CN Director is using the correct Direct Certification list but also certified students using a Wave lunch list. Many students listed on the Wave lunch list were not found on the proper Agency Direct Certification List
Corrective Action Requirement: Provide rosters showing students who were incorrectly, directly certified have been notified and benefits changed according to USA regulations. 


	Text26: Offer versus Serve
Requirement: Offer versus Serve in not being properly. Question 500
Findings: Staff  at Central Intermediate is putting all food items on plate and not allowing students to make choices. North Intermediate required students to take more items than required under Offer versus Serve.
Corrective Action Requirement: Provide documentation that all staff have been trained in Offer versus Serve.

Meal Components & Quantities
Requirement:Planned menu quantities do not meet meal pattern requirements for the review period. Question 410a & b
Findings: Two products(cinnamon roll, & bowl pack cereal)  being served at breakfast do not meet whole grain-rich requirement.
Corrective Action Requirement: Replace items using whole grain-rich products. Provide labels of new products and menus/production records showing changes.

	Text27: Local School Wellness Policy
Requirement: Local Wellness Policy is not current therefore fails to meet USDA requirements.
Findings: District local Wellness does not meet USDA minimum requirements.
Corrective Action Requirement: Provide documentation demonstrating district is working toward developing Wellness Policy that meets USDA minimum requirements.

Competitive Foods
Requirement: Some items being sold during during meals service, fails to meet Smart Snack Standards.
Question 1105a.
Findings: The Hershey's chocolate 2% reduced fat milk being sold during lunch as a a la carte does not meet Smart Snack Regulations.
Corrective Action Requirement: Replace or stop selling products that do not meet Smart Snack Standards.
Provide labels and or documentation of corrective action.

Requirement: Beverages do not meet Smart Snack Standards for mixed grades. Question 1105b.
Findings: Students in elementary have access to 10 ounce juice in vending machines at lunch which does not meet Smart Snack Standards.
Corrective Action Requirement: Provide documentation that elementary students will not have access to beverages that do not meet Smart Snack Standards.
