	Findings Details: 
	Findings Details_2: Finding: #409  and #410 Many meals during the review period had inadequate quantities.  Meals for breakfast did not contain the required 1 cup of fruit, just 1/2 cup.  Lunch did not contain 3/4 total cup of vegetable for the review month, only 1/2 cup.  Since this is not a repeat violation, fiscal action will not be assessed at this time.  Technical assistance was given to the cafeteria manager concerning the meal pattern requirements and quantity requirements for breakfast and lunch. 

Requirement and Corrective Action: All meals claimed for reimbursement must meet the minimum meal pattern requirements, which includes quantities. 

Finding: #500  The District is not implementing Offer vs. Serve correctly by pre-plating and not allowing the students to make choices.  

Requirement and Corrective Action:  if the District is going to participate in Offer vs. Serve it must be implemented correctly by not pre-plating and by letting the students make choices.
	Findings Details_3: Finding: #1400 (SFA level), #1403, #1406 (School Level)  The District has not developed or implemented a Food Safety Plan.

Requirement and Corrective Action:  The District must develop and implement a Food Safety Plan (see page CM-87 thru CM-98 in the Child Nutrition Manual).

Finding: #1405 The most recent food safety inspection was not posted in a publicly visible location.  This was corrected on-site.  

Requirement:  Food Safety inspection must be posted in a visibly location for the public.  This has already been corrected.

Finding: #1104 Foods that are not Smart Snack Compliant are being sold to students during the school day.  An exemption is not available for review.

Requirement:  All items sold in competition with the NSLP, and SBP must meet the Smart Snack requirements. Foods and Beverages sold to students during the day must meet the Smart Snack requirements (See page C-69 - C78 in the Child Nutrition Manual).

finding:  6 c. On the day of review the bread/grain, which was the second component, had insufficient quantities. 

Requirement:  All components served in the After School Snack Program must have sufficient quantities.

	CommentsRecommendations: 1.  The District's Wellness Policy must be made available to the public.  Document can be printed in the District Student Handbook, or on the District's website.  

2.  The required training hours for food service staff must be met by the end of the school year.  

3.  The weekly vegetable sub-groups and bread/grains were not met for the review week.  See Child Nutrition Manual page CM-34.
