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	Text25: SFA Level:  Meal Access & Reimbursement
Certification and Benefit Issuance
Requirement:  #126 Selected applications were not correctly approved  
Findings:  There is one student that was not approved correctly resulting in benefit issuance error.
Corrective Action Required:  Adverse action letter must be sent to the household affected.  Corrective action was made on-site.

Requirement: #133 All direct certifications were not correctly certified.
Findings:  There was 1 student that was incorrectly approved for direct certification that was not on the direct certification documentation.
Corrective Action Required:  Adverse action letter must be sent to the household affected.  Corrective action was made on-site.

Requirement #137  Benefits were not accurately transferred from the eligibility determination document to the POS benefit issuance document.
Findings:  One student was incorrectly identified to receive benefits.
Corrective Action Required:  Adverse action letter must be sent to the household affected indicating a change of benefits.  After the 10 day period if no documentation is provided, benefits will be changed accordingly.

Verification:
#208  Confirmation reviewed was not accurately conducted
Finding:  Records indicate that a confirmation review took place, but it was not accurately reviewed.  An income was left out which would have determined application should not have been verified and adverse action letter should have been sent at that time.  
Corrective Action:  During verification procedure, benefits were changed due to income documentation.  Confirming official will ensure accuracy of all verification applications.  

	Text26: NUTRITIONAL QUALITY AND MEAL PATTERN 
Meal Components and Quantities – Review Period
Requirement: #409 Required meal components per weekly meal pattern were not being offered and served.
Findings:  All components were available daily.  They were short on the daily vegetable requirement on 12/8/17.  The daily/weekly WGR requirement for breakfast and lunch is not being met for grains. This is not a repeat violation; therefore no fiscal action.
Corrective action:  SFA must meet the daily vegetable requirement and daily/weekly WGR requirement for both breakfast and lunch.  Production records must be submitted to the Consultant for the week of February 12-16 for lunch and breakfast.

Requirement:  #410 Planned menu quantities do not meet meal pattern requirements for the review period.
Findings:  The daily vegetable requirement and daily/weekly WGR requirement is not being met for breakfast and lunch.  These are not repeat violations; therefore no fiscal action. 
Corrective action:   SFA must meet the vegetables  daily requirement as well as daily/weekly WGR requirement.  Production records must be submitted to the Consultant for the week of February 12-16 for lunch and breakfast.
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
