Requirement:  All applications must be correctly approved.
Finding: # 126.  One application with two students was approved as free but they were only eligible for reduced benefits.  See SFA-1, and SFA-2 for names.

Corrective Action: An adverse action letter was sent to the family.  A copy is in consultant's file.  No fiscal action was assessed to the school, less than 3% error rate.

Verification

Requirement:  All applications selected for review must be verified correctly.
Finding: # 209C. One application chosen for review was not verified correctly.  Verification and benefit issuance that was completed by the school was calculated on the family's net income instead of gross.  See SFA-1 for name.

Corrective Action: An adverse action letter was sent to the family. A copy is in the consultant's file.  No fiscal action was assessed to the school, less than 3% error rate.


Requirement:  The verification process must be completed by Nov. 15, or an extension granted by the State Agency.
Finding: # 215. The verification process was not completed by Nov. 15 and an extension was not granted by the State Agency.  

Corrective Action: Technical assistance was provided by the consultant and the district will strive to follow the required time line for the verification process in the future or call for an extension.

Requirement: Wellness Policy must reflect current USDA guidelines (including board approved fund-raising policy for exempt fund raisers), be regularly assessed, and that assessment be made available to stakeholders.

Finding: Off-site module revealed that current policy does not reflect current USDA guidelines, including a board approved fund raising policy, and that a current assessment of the wellness policy has not been completed and published.

Corrective Action:  Wellness committee will meet, update the current wellness policy to reflect USDA guidelines, create a board approved fund-raising policy, assess their wellness policy, and publish the assessment.  A copy of the minutes from the wellness committee meeting, the updated wellness policy, fund raising policy, and the wellness assessment will be provided to State Department of Education consultant for verification.
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
