	Findings Details_2: Section III Nutritional Quality and Meal Pattern

Module: Meal Components & Quantities- Day of Review
Requirement: Minimum Daily requirements for all food groups must be met
Findings: #402 . Minimum Daily requirement for grain could not be determined. Toast and some cereals being served were not whole grain rich.
Corrective Action:  District will send labels and invoices for month of Feb. showing the purchase of whole grain rich bread and cereals to SDE.

Module: Meal Components and Quantities- Review Period
Requirement:  Minimum Daily requirements for all food groups must be met.
Findings: # 410. Minimum Daily requirements for some meats and grains in the review month could not be determined due to lack of CN label and products were served that were not whole grain rich.  Breaded Okra and Sausage were served without a CN label and pasta and sandwich bread was used that was not whole grain rich. Production records do not have all required information.
Corrective Action:  District will send menu for Feb, CN labels for products used that need CN label and invoices showing whole grain rich  grain/bread products being purchased. New production records with all required information will be used going forward.  District will send two weeks of Feb. production records with all required information to SDE.


	Findings Details_3: Module: Food Safety, Storage, Buy American Provision

Requirement: Food Safety Plan must be implemented as written
Finding: #1406.  Food Safety plan is not being implemented as written.  Documentation for standard operating procedures is not being kept and Food Safety checklist is not being completed.
Corrective Action:  Update Standard Operating Procedures to reflect district practices, complete Food Safety Checklist for Feb.  Mail all to SDE.

Requirement:  Products purchased must follow the "Buy American Provision" 
Finding: #1410  All products purchased by the district did not follow the "Buy American Provision". 
Corrective Action:  Write a letter to all current "Small Purchase" vendors and milk Vendor outlining these requirements and ask for a list of products currently provided by that vendor that do not meet these requirements.  Send copy of letters to SDE.

Module:  Wellness Policy
Requirement:  District must assess it's Wellness policy and publish it's results.
Finding: District has not assessed it's policy or published it's results.
Corrective Action:  Assess the current wellness policy and publish it's results.  Send assessment and verification of posting to SDE.

Module Competitive Foods
Requirement:  All foods sold during the school day must meet "Smart Snack" requirements or if a fund-raiser can't be sold during the time period that a reimbursable meal or snack is being served.
Finding#1105.  Vending machine on campus that sells sports drinks is available to jr. high school students at all hours of the day.
Corrective Action:  The district can change out products in the machine to be compliant with mixed age groups that meet "Smart Snack Standards" for all students that have access  or unplug machine during the time a reimbursable meal or snack is being served and keep documentation as a fund-raiser.

Sec.VI Other Federal Programs
Module:  After School Snack Program
Requirement:   All portion sizes served must meet meal pattern guidelines.
Finding: #1700.  All grain products served in the review month did not meet quantity requirements per grains/bread chart. Technical Assistance provided
Corrective Action:  Send snack menu for Feb. that details all grains/bread serving sizes to show compliance.
