Findings:  There is 1 application involving 4 students that was not approved correctly resulting in miscategorized and benefit issuance error.  One student did not have an application on file resulting in benefit issuance error.  See Attached SFA-1.
Corrective Action Required:  Adverse action letters must be sent to the households affected.  

Verification:
Requirement: #208 Documentation did not demonstrate a confirmation review took place.
Findings:  Confirmation review was not completed, but applications would not have been affected.
Corrective Action Required:  SFA must complete confirmation process and obtain signatures of confirming and verifying officials.
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	Text27:   Professional Standards:
Requirement: #1206 & #1219 Validation of training for part-time staff and employees outside of School Nutrition program have not had required training.
Findings:  Part-time staff have not had required Civil Rights, some staff need Offer vs. Serve (OVS), and additional hours to meet 4 hour requirement.  There are employees outside of School Nutrition Program who have not completed mandatory Application, Benefits, Verification, and Meal Claiming (ABVM) training and Civil Rights training.
Corrective Action Required:  Proper training consisting of Civil Rights must be completed by employees who are performing any function pertaining to the operation of Child Nutrition program.  OVS and ABVM training is required for employees performing functions in that area.

Smart Snacks in School:
Requirement:  #1104 -1105 Students are able to purchase food during the school day not meeting requirements.
Findings:    Ice cream cones being sold during lunch time does not meet the Smart Snack standards.
Corrective Action:  Ice cream and cones not meeting the standards will not be sold during meal service times.

Requirement: #1106  Fundraisers held during day observing state defined limit.  
Findings:  Ice cream cones are being sold during meal services and no exempt fundraiser is on file.
Corrective Action: Exempt fundraiser policy must be in place and sponsor forms must be on file for any foods not meeting requirements, but they are not allowed during meal service times.
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
