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REQUIREMENT:  4a, 4b, Snacks must be counted at the point of service by student/benefit category and maintained daily and consolidated for the review period for reimbursement.  
FINDING:  Snacks on the day of the review and also for the month were not be counted by student as required.  SFA was recording only the total of snacks served each day based on how many students were served.  SFA was not using the correct Daily Attendance/Meal Count Form provided in the Child Nutrition Program's Manual.  
CORRECTIVE ACTION REQUIRED:  This is not a repeat violation so fiscal action will not be assessed.  The SFA must ensure all snacks are accounted from by recording daily which students at the point of service received a complete snack.  The SFA must use the Daily Attendance/Meal Count form provided in the Child Nutrition Program's Manual to record the meal counts by student. Total snack counts must be recorded using this form for each month's claim.  Corrective Action will require for you to submit Daily Attendance/Meal count sheets using the correct form for the most recent month claimed for After School Snack reimbursement.
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	Text27: 1403a. & b., and 1411a. & b. REQUIREMENT:  SFA must provide exception documentation for all agricultural foods purchased outside of the USA.  Documentation must be provided showing domestic alternatives were considered.  Documentation for exceptions must be documented by showing domestic foods are more costly or there is limited quantity available.  
FINDING:  SFA is not complying with the buy American Provision.  On-site there was no documentation indicating domestic alternatives were considered for pineapple, and mandarin oranges.  No documentation was presented justifying the exception for purchasing these products outside the USA.  
CORRECTIVE ACTION REQUIRED:  The SFA must comply with the Buy American Provision.  All products purchased outside of the United States by the SFA must have documentation from the manufacturer, justifying the exception based on availability, price, quantity availability, or quality in writing. 
Corrective Action will require you to submit documentation for all products purchased outside of the United States.
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
