Child Nutrition labels should be kept at the school site so the managers know the crediting information for those food items and they would be available for review.

All supporting documentation should be kept on site for ensuring creditable food items have been used to meet the Meal Pattern Requirements.  Supporting Documentation:  Menus, production records, USDA Foods Information Sheets, Nutrition Facts Labels, CN Labels or valid product formulation statements from the manufacturers, standardized recipes for each school week.
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	Text25: Certification and Benefit Issuance Review Method:

126 & 137. 
Requirement: The certification and benefit issuance is the SFA’s documentation of a student’s eligibility for free or reduced-price meals and to ensure the correct benefit is transferred to the Point of Service for the eligible children to receive meals to which they are entitled.  

Findings:  All selected applications were not correctly approved for free and reduced price benefits and the SFA did not transfer the correct benefit from the determination document to the Point of Service document.  Two students #1 & #2 income was incorrectly calculated, two free to reduced-price benefits. Seven students #3-#9 had no application on file; Six students on the free roster and one on the reduced-price roster. #10-#18 application are correct but on the wrong roster; three free to reduced-price benefits, four reduced-price to free benefits, one free to paid benefits and one reduced-price benefits to paid.

Corrective Action Required:   Applications and benefit issuance documents have been corrected.  The SFA will submit documentation how the SFA will ensure all applications are approved correctly and how the benefit issuance documents are accurate. 

	Text26: Meal Components and Quantities—7 CFR 210.10 and 7 CFR 220.8

REVIEW PERIOD

Meals claimed for reimbursement must contain the appropriate meal components and quantities for the SBP and the NSLP.  SFA’s must ensure that every reimbursable meal service line meets the daily and weekly meal pattern requirements for the appropriate age/grade group served on all meal service lines.  

SFA’s are required to maintain documentation how foods offered credit toward meal pattern requirements and are required to document how meals offered to students meet meal pattern requirements.  

410. Requirement: Planned menu quantities must meet the Meal Pattern Requirements for all the required meal components.  Production records and supporting documentation must include all information necessary to support the claiming of reimbursable meals.

Findings: Planned menu quantities could not be determined to meet meal pattern requirements for the review period.   Most combination food items served did not contain a CN label or a valid Product Formulation Statement or could not be obtained.  A CN Label contained a watermark and no invoice was attached.  (If the original CN label or the valid photograph or photocopy of the original CN label is NOT available, program operators may provide the Bill of lading (invoice) containing the product name AND A hard copy of the CN label copied with a watermark displaying the product name and CN number provided by the vendor OR — An electronic copy of the CN label with a watermark displaying the product name and CN number provided by the vendor.)  Bread slices did not match the crediting information provided on recipes and Meal Contribution Reports.  Bread, sliced does not meet the 1 ounce equivalent requirement, it only contained 0.9 oz. which is 0.75 oz. eq. (EXHIBIT A: GRAIN REQUIREMENT FOR CHILD NUTRITION PROGRAM, Group B, 1 oz. eq. = 28 gm or 1.0 oz.)].  Although the sandwiches served for 6-8 grade group only requires 1 ounce equivalent daily, it could not be determined if the weekly requirement was met.  The CN Label or Product Formulation Statement is required for combination food items not listed in the Food Buying Guide to show how the products contribute toward meal pattern requirements.  Technical assistance was provided for ensuring food items are creditable through CN labels, product formulation statements, calculating the whole grain-rich ounce equivalency, and keeping CN labels or valid product formulation statements to ensure compliance.

Corrective Action Required:  The SFA will provide supporting documentation for ensuring creditable food items have been used to meet the Meal Pattern Requirements.  Send copies of one week breakfast and lunch Food Production Records, copies of CN labels, valid Product Formulation Statement, nutrition facts labels, recipes and any other documentation for meal contributions for food items used for the week.  

Supporting Documentation:  Menus, production records, USDA Foods Information Sheets, Nutrition Facts Labels, How the products contribute toward meal pattern requirements and related materials (e.g., CN Labels or product formulation statements, standardized recipes) for each school week.
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
