	Findings Details_3: ADULT MEALS 
Requirement: FNS Instruction 782-5 Rev. 1 specifies that school food authorities must, to the extent possible, ensure that the federal reimbursements, children’s payments, and other non-designated nonprofit food service revenues do not subsidize program meals served to adults.  When an SFA assesses compliance with the Revenue from Nonprogram Food requirements in 7 CFR 210.14(f), the SFA must ensure that it includes all of its nonprogram food costs and revenues in its calculations as applicable, that the reference period it used was sufficient if the SFA used a 5 Day Reference Period as described in FNS Policy Memo SP 06-2016, and that the revenue and food cost ratios were calculated correctly.  If the SFA did not price its nonprogram foods at a sufficient rate to ensure its revenue ratio equaled or exceeded its food cost ratio as required under 7 CFR 210.14(f)
Findings: The SFA did not use any of the processes to ensure its compliance with the revenue from nonprogram food requirements.  The SFA did not adequately code food and milk purchases for Adult meals (3155).  The SFA did not charge staff the full price for meals last school year.
Corrective Action Required:  The process used by the SFA to ensure compliance with the Revenue from Nonprogram Food Requirements.  The process to ensure food and milk purchases for adult meals are adequately coded.  The processes to ensure revenue for adult meals accrue to the nonprofit food service account
LOCAL SCHOOL WELLNESS POLICY
Requirement: The Local School Wellness Policy must be measured periodically on the extent to which schools are in compliance with the local wellness policy, the progress made in attaining the goals, and how the policy compares to model school wellness policies, and make this assessment available to the public.  Inform and update the public (including parents, students, and others in the community) about the content and implementation of local wellness policies.
Findings: The Local School Wellness Policy and Wellness Policy Assessment was completed at the time of review, but have not been approved by school board.  The Local School Wellness Policy and the Wellness Policy Assessment have not been made available to the Public.   
Corrective Action Required: Ensure Local School Wellness Policy contains required elements and is approved by the school board.  Provide documentation of Wellness Policy approved by the school board.  Make the Local School Wellness Policy and the Wellness Policy Assessment available to the Public and provide documentation of compliance.
