Corrective Action: Wellness committee will be formed by District to assess
wellness policy. Names of committee members and minutes of Wellness
committee meeting will be sent to SDE.

Requirement: District must assess and publish results of current Wellness
policy that has been board approved as required by U.S.D.A.

Findings: Current Wellness policy has not been assessed.

Corrective Action: Old wellness policy will be assessed for current guidelines
and goals set that meets current USDA guidelines. Assessment and board
minutes will be published and mailed to SDE.

Requirement: District must have a board approved fundraising policy that
meets current U.S.D.A. guidelines. See C-71 in Child Nutrition Manual.
Findings: Although the district is following the new guidelines for fundraising, it
does not have a board approved policy that outlines these guidelines.
Corrective Action: Fundraising policy that meets new U.S.D.A guidelines will be
developed and board approved. Copy of this new policy will be mailed to SDE.
