Requirement: Signage must be available to identify what constitutes a reimbursable breakfast and lunch.
Findings: No signage was available to to identify what constitutes a reimbursable breakfast and lunch as required per #404 a.,and # 404 b.
Corrective Action:  Provide documentation to verify that signage has been purchased and/or posted as required.

Module OVS- Day of Review
Requirement: Signage must be available to identify that a reimbursable meal must contain at least 1/2 cup fruit/and or vegetable.
Findings: No signage was available to identify that the reimburseable meal must contain at least 1/2 cup fruit/asnd or vegetable as required per #502.
Corrective Action: Provide documentation to verify that signage has been purchased and/or posted as required.  
	Findings Details_3: Food Safety-Storage & Buy American Provision.
Requirement: HACCP (Food Safety Plan ) must contain the required elements
Findings: # 1400. Standard operating procedures were not present in plan for the transportation and receiving of food at a satellite location. 
Corrective Action:  Provide documentation for Standard Operating Procedures for the above finding.

Requirement: HACCP (Food Safety Plan) must be implemented as written.
Findings: #1406. Food Safety plan is not being implemented as written.  Corrective Action and Record-keeping within each Standard operating procedure does not reflect district practices.  
Corrective Action:   Provide corrected Standard Operating Procedures that reflect district practices.
Requirement: Temperature Logs must be available for review.
Findings: #1407  Temperature logs were not available for food that was delivered to satellite location to validate Health and Safety regulations.
Corrective Action:  Provide documentation that verifies that daily temperatures are being recorded for satellite location, including temperatures of cooked food,temperature after transported, and temperature of food before being served for 2 weeks time.

Requirement: Products purchased must follow the Buy American Provision and Buy American Provision must be outlined in SFA solicitation letter and Contract to purchase foods from vendors used.
Findings:#1410 In addition to fruits that are exempt from Buy American Provision, a product violation of pasta was found to be imported from Italy. SFA solicitation letter and contract did not contain Buy American Provision.
Corrective Action:  District will send a letter to current vendors outlining Buy American Provision and request that all products purchased in the future must follow these guidelines.  The district should request that the vendors provide them a list of products currently sold that do not meet these requirements, so the district can make alternate choices.

Requirement: All districts who intend to conduct fund-raisers exempt from Smart Snack rules must adopt board approved written policy which follows U.S.D.A guidelines as outlined on page C-71 in Child Nutrition Manual.
Findings: District does not have a board approved fund-raising policy for items being currently sold that do not meet Smart Snack standards.
Corrective Action:  Develop a board approved fund-raising policy that follows the U.S.D.A. guidelines for all foods sold that do not meet Smart Snack standards.

Requirement: Products purchased must follow the Buy American Provision which must be outlined in SFA solicitation letter& vendor contract.
Findings:#1410 In addition to fruits that are exempt from Buy American Provision, a pasta was found to be imported from Italy. SFA solicitation letter and contract did not contain Buy American Provision.
Corrective Action:  District will notify vendors of Buy American Provision and request that all future products purchased follow these guidelines.  The district should request that the vendors provide them a list of products currently sold that do not meet these requirements, so alternate choices can be made.
