The district was out of compliance with their non-program food report. Although they are charging enough for adult meals,
they have not been tracking a la carte items such as juice and milk. In addition, expenditures were coded incorrectly last year
resulting in altered percentages for the report. Technical assistance was provided to the district so that they could correct their
errors this year.
