What is the purpose of the proposed rule change?

The proposed amendments to 210:15-13-7 update the rule to reflect statutory changes to
the Lindsey Nicole Henry Scholarships for Students with Disabilities Program resulting
from House Bill 2414. The amendments provide for the eligibility of students with
disabilities who have been served under an Individual Family Service Plan (IFSP)
through the SoonerStart program, and have been evaluated and determined eligible for
public school special education services although they have not yet attended school. The
amendments also outline payment procedures which have changed by statute since the
rule was originally adopted, and include the updated statutory deadline for applications to
the program.

What classes of persons will be affected by the proposed rule change and what
classes of persons will bear the costs of the proposed rule change?

The proposed changes will affect students with disabilities and their parents/guardians.
The agency does not anticipate any additional costs to result from the rule amendment.

What classes of persons will benefit from the proposed rule change?
The proposed changes will benefit students with disabilities and their parents/guardians.
