Findings: 409 & 410, In the review month, the week of November 6 - 10, the SFA did not meet the
minimum subgroup requirements for legumes, and starchy vegetables according to the production
records. 1/2 cup of legumes is required to be offered weekly but only 1/4 cup was offered. 1/2 cup of
starchy vegetables is required to be offered weekly but only 1/4 cup was offered.

The week of November 13 - 17, the SFA did not meet the minimum quantity of legumes for the week. 1/2
cup of legumes is required to be offered weekly but only 1/4 cup was offered. Technical assistance was
given to the cafeteria manager concerning meal pattern requirements. Since this is not a repeat violation,
fical action will not be assessed at this time.

Requirement: All minimum daily components must be offered each day at each meal service. Each week
must contain the minimum weekly required vegetable subgroup quantities. Production records must
reflect the minimum vegetable subgroups were offered.

Corrective Action: All required daily meal components must be offered each day. Each week, the
minimum quantities of each subgroup must be offered; all meal component quantities for all subgroups
must be met each week. Production records must reflect the required minimum daily components and the
minimum weekly required subgroups.
