Note: On day of breakfast meal observation at Skyline Elementary School (3/7/17), SFA was implementing Breakfast in the
Classroom. However, procedures were not being followed and accurate counts/reimbursable breakfasts were not being done.
SFA was informed that they would not be able to claim breakfast for 3/7/17 at Skyline (for those meals that were done with
Breakfast in the Classroom). The PK and K breakfast meals were allowed to be claimed because these children came to the
cafeteria to eat. SFA was also informed that their Breakfast in the Classroom program must immediately be corrected. SFA
chose to implement students coming to a station in the hallway to retrieve their breakfast. The 2 stations that are set up within
the school are being operated and organized by CN staff. Consultant conducted an unannounced visit on 4/17/17 and all areas
of concern have been corrected. Accurate counts/reimbursable breakfast meals are now being served.

Note: Will Rogers Elementary School did not receive a breakfast review. However, insufficient quantities occurred at this site.
