For the week of review, only 64% of the grains served at breakfast were whole
grain rich. K-8 Lunch was 87.5% and 9-12 was 77.8% whole grain rich. Lunch,
one day, the 9-12 were offered one bread/grain at lunch instead of the
required two bread/grain.

For the review period, a Child Nutrition Label was not available for Pancake on
a Stick, Breakfast Burrito, Turkey Frank, and Pepperoni Pizza. Also, during the
review period, the following items served were not whole grain rich: Muffins,
Pancakes, and cooked cereal.

Corrective Action Required:

Submit one week of lunch production records indicating that 9-12 is offered
two bread/grain. Also, submit copies of labels to indicate that all breakfast and
lunch items served for one week are whole grain rich, as well as CN labels for
any/all items served in that one-week period.
