	CORRECTIVE ACTION REQUIRED TO BE COMPLETED BY21068k: The additional $.06 new meal pattern compliance performance incentive has been turned off for the district.  This is due to not all components are being served; vegetable subgroups are not being met; and whole- grain rich requirement is not being met.  Consultant will conduct a follow-up visit to ensure meal patterns are being met.  Until follow-up visit is conducted, incentive will remain turned off.
  
A purchased inventory is not being maintained by the SFA.  A purchased inventory must be maintained by the SFA.

Children with special dietary needs with proper documentation on file must receive substitutions or modifications written by a recognized medical authority.    Please reference 17-18 CN Manual, CM-129/130, H, 2.  The SFA has elected not to provide substitutions, and are not implementing the Offer versus Serve provision; therefore these meals are not reimbursable.  

Adults are not being charged for meals.  The District's General fund is covering this cost with personnel paid from General Fund.  Technical assistance was provided on keeping records of the Adult Cost of Meals.
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	Text25: Meal Counting and Claiming:
Requirement: #316 Counts for the review period was not correctly claimed.
Findings:  There is a non-systemic error on claiming for breakfast for the review month.  The total number to be claimed from the edit check sheet was entered as the number of paid student meals to be claimed. 
Corrective Action:  Ensure numbers are entered accurately before submitting monthly claims.   




	Text26: Meal Components and Quantities-Review Period
Requirement: #409  All reviewed meals during the review period indicate that not all of the required meal components were offered and served to students.  
Findings:  Not all grains being served are whole-grain rich; vegetable subgroups are not being met; not all required CN labels were available for review; and not all recipes being used are standardized.  Attachment 1 details the component issues for lunch for January 2018 .
Corrective Action:  Consultant will conduct an unannounced follow-up review to ensure that all components are being offered/served.

Requirement: #410a&b  Planned menu quantities do not meet meal pattern requirements or any supporting documentation to indicate required quantities of food available.
Finding:  For the review month of January 2018, insufficient vegetable quantities were served and not meeting vegetable subgroups; whole-grain rich requirement was not being served; and not all recipes are standardized.   There was insufficient fruit on several days for breakfast.  Attachment 2 details the quantity issues for breakfast and lunch for January 2018.
Corrective Action Required:  SFA will be responsible for completing production records; obtaining all CN labels; ensure whole-grain rich requirement and vegetable subgroups are being met along with other component required quantities.  Consultant will conduct an unannounced follow-up review to ensure that all meal pattern requirements are being met.

Requirement: #411. School did not comply with the planned menu for the review period and changes did not meet acceptable substitutions.
Findings:  The menu indicated a vegetable, but not recorded on production record; therefore insufficient quantity subject to fiscal action. Also a change which did not meet the required vegetable subgroup for the week. 
Corrective Action:  Consultant will conduct an unannounced follow-up review to ensure that all substitutions are meeting the vegetable subgroup requirement.

Requirement: #412. Required components and minimum meal patterns are not being met in order to receive Performance-Based Reimbursement.
Finding: Due to multiple meals not meeting meal patterns or required components, Performance-Based Reimbursement has been turned off for district.
Corrective Action Required: Consultant will make an unannounced visit to ensure that meal patterns and required components are being met.  Performance-Based Reimbursement will remain off until that time.









	Text27: Food Safety, Storage and Buy American
Requirement: #1411a & b.  A review of agricultural food components indicated a violation of the Buy American provision.  Documentation was not available to determine if domestic alternatives were considered due to costs or availability.
Finding: The following products were found to be in noncompliance with the Buy American provision: 
frozen vegetables
Corrective Action Required: SFA will provide documentation indicating vendors were notified of the Buy American provision.  SFA will be responsible for documenting when products are cost prohibitive  (non-domestic price and domestic price) to Buy American or limited quantities are available.
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
