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Requirement:  #1104 -1105 Students are able to purchase food during the school day not meeting requirements.
Findings:  Vending machine with beverages are available to students of all age groups during the school day which do not meet Smart Snack Standards.
Corrective Action:  Vending machine must have Smart Snack standard products for age groups or an exempt fundraiser form on file.  Non-compliant products cannot be sold during the meal service times.

Requirement: #1106  Fundraisers held during day observing state defined limit.  
Findings:  Vending machine with beverages are available to students of all age groups during the school day that do not meet the Smart Snack Standards and no policy is in place.  
Corrective Action: Exempt fundraiser policy must be in place and sponsor forms must be on file for any foods not meeting requirements; however, they are not allowed during meal service times if they do not meet the Smart Snack standards.
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
