The monitor at the point of system needs to either scan
the child's card, write the child's name down, or enter the child manually when
they come through the point of service.

Corrective Action: The district cannot have kids being responsible for a point of
service without supervision. The district will need to decide how each child
goes through the point of service correctly. Some options may include, if you
do not have your card to scan, you go to the end of the line and the person at
the point of service can enter them into the system or she write the student's
name down, or students that forgot their card have to go to the office to get
the office's copy of the scan card in order to go through the line. (It appeared
most kids would rather write their name down on a piece of paper than get
their card out of their bag. Many would write their name down with a partial
meal then go back to the fruit or vegetable bar after technically going through
the point of service)
