Corrective Action: District will inform Stakeholders of ways they can participate in the development of
goals, implementation or assessment of the wellness policy. Documentation will be made available to
consultant for verification of notification to stakeholders.
4 ) Requirement: The Wellness Policy must be assessed regularly as stated in the current policy and the
assessment must be made available to stakeholders.
Finding: The Wellness committee has not met to review and assess the wellness policy and an
assessment has not been published or made available to stakeholders this year.
Corrective Action: Wellness committee members will meet. A copy of the notice of meeting with date and
time along with signatures of attendees will be provided to SDE. All five areas required in the policy will be
addressed as discussion items and noted in minutes of the meeting. A copy of the minutes addressing all
required areas of action discussed will be provided to SDE. An assessment of the current policy will be co
by and posted to the school website.
