Findings: Adequate meat/meat alternate quantities could not be determined for one lunch served
during the review month. a) A Child Nutrition (CN)label was not available for popcorn chicken.
b) During the review month, three of the four weeks, the red/orange sub-group quantity was not
met. One of the four weeks, the 80% whole grain requirement was not met.

Corrective Action Required: a) Ensure that all processed/convenience entree' items contain a
CN label/documentation to support that adequate quantities are served.

b) Ensure that all sub-groups are met on a weekly basis and that the 80% whole grain
requirement is met. Submit a copy of April Lunch Menus and lunch Food Production Records,
including salad bar for the month of April.
