	Findings Details_2: Meal Components and Quantities – 7 CFR 210.10 & 220.8
Day of Review
Requirement: All required meal components available on service line on day of review.
Finding: Day of review canned cheese sauce was used as the meat/meat alternate without valid crediting information(Child Nutrition Label (CN label) and or Product Formulation Statement.)  The FSMC was serving a canned cheese sauce in previous review that lacked sufficient documentation to claim as a meat/meat alternate. Day of review meal is being reclaimed.
Corrective Action Required: Only serve products that have crediting information that demonstrates USDA meal patterns are meet.
Requirement: Minimum daily quantity requirements met for all age/grade groups being offered.
Finding: Breakfast day of review a Nutri Grain bar was served that does not meet one full grain serving. 
Corrective Action Required: Use the Exhibit A to determine that grain ounce equivalency is sufficient to meet grain products served. Provide documentation to show how corrective action will be taken regarding the Nutri Grain bar.
Rquirement: Fluid milk must be provided in two varieties through out the service period.
Finding: Day of meal observation for breakfast only one type of milk was provided. This was a finding in previous review.
Corrective Action Required: Provide documentation that milk is being offered in two varieties at breakfast.
Review Period
Requirement: Production Record and other supporting documentation must indicate all meal components per weekly meal pattern requirements were offered and served to students.
Finding: Canned cheese sauce was served as a meat/meat alternate without sufficient documentation. Canned cheese sauce was served by the FSMC in previous Administrative Review without proper documentation. 
Corrective Action: Products served must have proper documentation to show USDA meal pattern requirements are being met. The FSMC must remove the currently used canned cheese sauce from the menu.
Requirement: Planned menus quantities must meet meal pattern.
Finding: The turkey offered on the turkey & cheese sandwich lacks crediting information. The Nutri Grain bar being offered does not meet one grain serving.
Corrective Action: Quantities served must meet meal pattern requirements.
	Findings Details_3: Professional Standards – 7 CFR 210.31                                                                    
Requirement: Nutrition Director obtained food safety certification in the last 5 years.
Finding: No documentation was available to show Nutrition Director for the FSMC has obtained food safety training within the last 5 year. 
Corrective Action Required: Complete the 8 hours of food safety training & send certificate with
corrective action plan 
Requirement: School Nutrition Program Director for the FSMC is expected to meet annual training requirements.
Finding: No documentation was provided for FSMC director's training. State Agency was not 
provided any training for any FSMC employees.
Corrective Action Required: Provide documentation of  training or planned training for the FSMC director.
Requirement: Current training hours & expected training hours documented.
Finding: No training documentation was provided for FSMC staff preparing food for Deborah 
Brown Community School.
Corrective Action Required: Provide documentation of training for FSMC staff.
Requirement: State Agency reviews off-site storage facility.
Finding: The state agency staff was not provided access to the FSMC facility to review 2-3 items in each food component.
Corrective Action Required: Provide state agency staff access to the FSMC kitchen to reviews food products that indicate compliance the Buy American Provision.
