If selling
foods/beverages as exempt fundraisers comply with state board requirements. Update the
Fundraiser Policy to ensure it includes state board requirements for exempt fundraisers. Ensure
that all food/beverage fundraisers are appropriately approved, and tracked. Send documentation
showing compliance with Fundraiser and Smart Snack regulations to Child Nutrition Programs
Specialist.
