	Findings Details: Certification and Benefit Issuance – 7 CFR 245.6
Requirement: #126 Selected applications were not correctly approved  
Findings:  Two FSIA’s were approved incorrectly involving three students; see SFA-1 for students with application errors. 
Corrective Action Required: Adverse action letters were sent to the households affected while on-site.  Benefit status and student roster updated on 12/5/22. No additional corrective action.

Requirement: #137  SFA did not accurately transfer the correct benefit from the eligibility determination document to the Point of Service benefit issuance document. 
Findings:  Student identified on benefit issuance document as free, but no application on file.
Corrective Action Required:  Adverse action letter was sent to the household affected while on site, with change occurring on 12/16/22.  Student benefit issuance document submitted to Program Specialist documenting the update.   

Verification – 7 CFR 245.6(a)
Requirement: #208 Documentation did not demonstrate a confirmation review took place.
Findings:  There was no documentation of signature and date indicating a confirmation review took place prior to sending notification to household of selection for verification.
Corrective Action Required:  The SFA must acknowledge a confirmation review will take place prior to verification and identify the position of person responsible for confirmation.

Meal Counting and Claiming – 7 CFR 210.7(c)
Requirement:  #325(b/c) Counts by category not correctly used in Claim for Reimbursement.
Findings:  Due to manual roster, student was misidentified when transferring counts to 
the edit check.  Each day student was counted as free instead of reduced.  Edit checks not properly reflecting highest eligibles.
Corrective Action Required: SFA must implement a more reliable method of benefit issuance and proper transfer on edit check.  Submit procedure to OSDE Program Specialist.

	Findings Details_3: Local Wellness Policy – 7 CFR 210.30
Requirement:The Local School Wellness Policy must be measured periodically on the extent to which schools are in compliance with the local wellness policy, the progress made in attaining the goals, and how the policy compares to model school wellness policies, and make this assessment available to the public.  
Findings:  The Wellness Policy does not contain all of the required elements (food and beverage marketing,  standards for foods and beverages provided, but not sold, to students, and evaluation/monitoring plan).     
Corrective Action Required: Ensure Local School Wellness Policy contains required elements.  
SFA must update the Wellness Policy implementing the following areas: food and beverage marketing, standards for foods and beverages provided, but not sold, to students, and evaluation/monitoring plan.   A copy of the updated policy must be submitted to OSDE Program Specialist.


	Findings Details_4: 
	CORRECTIVE ACTION REQUIRED TO BE COMPLETED BY21068k: After completing the Comprehensive Resource Management Review for Maintenance Non-Profit and Paid Lunch Equity, it was found that these were areas that do not need corrective action. 

P-EBT 760 funds are to be used for CNP personnel assisting with PEBT eligibility.

Ensure conversion charts are being used for the standardized recipes that are being adjusted.

Software program does not provide sufficient information without manual data entry and does not maintain status throughout the year; use of OSDE Free/Reduced Roster recommended.
