	Findings Details_2: Meal Components and Quantities – 7 CFR 210.10 & 220.8
Requirement: Quantities must meet meal pattern requirements.
Finding: The fruit at breakfast and lunch did not meet the minimum meal pattern requirements in the review month at the site reviewed. The production records indicate for breakfast that both a juice and a chilled fruit is served each day to meet meal patterns. Based on a review of the breakfast production records there are days this doesn't seem to be happening. The breakfast production records also do not reflect that enough chilled fruit is being served daily. Most days the production records reflect that only one #10 can of fruit is being served which isn't enough to meet the 1 cup fruit requirement. The lunch production records do not reflect that enough fruit is being served each day. The lunch menu shows that a fresh fruit and a chilled fruit is served each day when actually it is either one or the other, but not both. The same thing is happening at lunch, only one #10 can is being served per the production records. 
Corrective Action Required: Ensure the proper amounts of fruit are being served per the USDA meal patterns at both breakfast and lunch. Submit the process that will take place to ensure this is done going forward and supply documentation.

Dietary Specifications and Nutrient Analysis – 7 CFR 210.10(f)
Requirement: The dietary specifications for the targeted menu week must meet the requirements for calories, saturated fat, sodium, and trans fat. 
Finding: The dietary specifications for the targeted menu week for lunch did not meet the requirements. The calories for the targeted menu week were 1,321 and should be 650 or less. The sodium for the targeted menu week was 1,797mg and should be 1230mg or less. The vegetable subgroups also did not meet for the target week. The production records indicated that a garden salad was served four days that week when one wasn't served. That garden salad was included in the meal contribution report for the target week and shouldn't have been. Because of that the green leafy subgroup was not served for the week. There was also an issue with the red/orange subgroup that week. A half cup of carrots were served, but 3/4 cup is required since the salad wasn't served the tomatoes weren't served to contribute to the red/orange subgroup.
Corrective Action Required: Review the menus being served to ensure subgroups are met and don't include food on the production records if they aren't being served. Submit documentation 
of changed made to ensure compliance is met.
Part of the issue with both of the items above is due to the new software that OPAA is using for production records, etc. There needs to be a way for the staff at each site to adjust the production records based on that sites needs and grades served. In this case the production records are done at a central location (corporate office) and provided to the sites to use. More training is needed on this software by the staff at the sites. An overclaim is being assessed for the review due to the above errors, these errors are the fault of the FSMC.
