	Findings Details: 7 CFR 255.6 MEAL COUNTING AND CLAIMING.
Requirement: Meal counts must be recorded and consolidated properly.
Finding: Meal count sheets are not being recorded properly. Both site's meal counts are not being properly counted and consolidated accurately.
Corrective Action Required: The SFA must provide an accurate meal counting system. When using rosters to count the students, these rosters must be consolidated properly. An edit check for each program, (Breakfast, Lunch and After School Snacks) must be completed and used to file the monthly claim. Documentation for the next claim, including daily meal count sheets, and edit check sheets, from both sites must be sent to State Consultant, Tammy Flute.


	Findings Details_2: 7 CFR 201.10 & 220.8 MEAL COMPONENTS AND QUANTITIES
Requirement: All meals claimed for reimbursement must meet meal pattern requirements.
Finding: For the week analyzed, 8/16-20/2021, There were no legumes served. Of the fruit servings 80% was served in juice, not more than 50% can be served in juice to meet meal pattern requirements. Not all grains served are whole grain rich. On the day of review the noodles were not whole grain rich.
Flavored milk is not fat-free. A waiver is allowed for flavored milk to be 1%, but it must be applied for and approved on the Seamless Summer Option application.
Corrective Action Required: A full week Monday-Friday food production records must be sent to Consultant, Tammy Flute, showing that all meal patterns are being met, including all vegetable sub-groups. A child nutrition label for any combination foods, and all whole grain rich grain labels must be sent with these production records.
	Findings Details_3: CFR 210.13 FOOD SAFETY
Requirement: A written food safety plan site specific must be available at each school.
Finding: The SFA does not have a written food safety plan.
Requirement: The SFA must develop a food safety plan site specific, and must keep a copy at both sites. Bell and Belfonte.
Corrective Action required: The newly developed food safety plan must be sent to State Consultant, Tammy Flute.
7 CFR 201.8(a)(1) AFTER SCHOOL SNACK PROGRAM MONITORING
Requirement: The After School Snack program must be monitored within the first 4 weeks of operation, and one more time during the school year.
Finding: The After School Snack program has not been monitored and was not monitored within the first 4 weeks of operation. This was a finding in the prior administrative review.
Corrective Action required: The After School Snack program must be monitored at both sites, and completed monitoring forms sent to State Consultant, Tammy Flute
7 CFR 210.10(o) AFTER SCHOOL SNACK MEAL PATTERNS
Requirement: After School Snack production records must reflect the quantity and portion sizes for each snack served for reimbursement.
Finding: After School Snack production records did not show the quantities and portion sizes on all records reviewed.
Corrective Action required: A month of After School Snack production records must be completed and sent to State Consultant Tammy Flute showing all quantities and portion sizes.
