Revenue from Nonprogram Foods- 7CFR 210.14(f) Adult Meals

Requirement: Under subsection 12(q) of the Richard B. Russell National School Lunch Act and
7 CFR 210.14(f), SFAs are required to ensure: All revenue from the sale of nonprogram foods
accrues to the non-profit school food service account; and Revenue available to support the
production of reimbursable school meals does not subsidize the sale of nonprogram foods.

FNS Instruction 782-5 Rev. 1 specifies that school food authorities must, to the extent possible,
ensure that the federal reimbursements, children’s payments, and other non-designated nonprofit
food service revenues do not subsidize program meals served to adults. For non-pricing
programs, the adult charge should be at least the amount of reimbursement received for a free
lunch plus the per-meal value of both entitlement and bonus commodities or for breakfasts, the
rate established for free meals plus the value of bonus commodities.

Finding: Breakfasts and lunches have been served to teachers, administrators, custodians, and
other adults at no charge. The Child Nutrition Program has been subsidizing the meals served to
adults. Adult meals have not been recorded on the monthly claim for reimbursement or on the
adult meal tracking form.

Corrective Action Required:The SFA will charge adults a minimum of $2.28 for breakfast and
$4.70 for lunch or cover the cost of these meals from nonfederal funds to ensure that the
non-profit school food service account does not subsidize the meals served to adults. The SFA
will cover the cost of the adult meals served from August — December 2023 and provide the
State Agency with supporting documentation. Adult meals will be recorded at each meal service
and kept on file. The adult meal tracking form will be completed, and adult meals will be
reported on the claim for reimbursement each month. If the SFA continues to provide free meals
to adults the SFA will need to contact OCAS to ensure how this needs to be implemented for tax
purposes.
