Meal Counting and Claiming — 7 CFR 210.7(¢c)

Requirement: At the lunch meal service, the meal count must provide an accurate point of
service count.

Finding: The teachers are marking the students on a pre-printed sheet with student barcodes for
those students planning to eat lunch before they leave their classrooms and go to the cafeteria.
This is not an accurate point of service count as the number of meals counted as served during
the lunch observation did not match with the number of students marked on the sheets.
However, one of the teacher's substitutes had forgotten to bring her sheet to the cafeteria, thus
making the count incorrect by 13 students. After adding those to the consultant's meal count
observed, the meal counts were more accurate.

Corrective Action Required: The point of service counting procedure needs to be changed to an
actual count of meals which will occur at the end of the line, once a meal is taken to provide an
accurate count of meals served.

Please provide a corrective action letter stating how you will correct your point of service
count. Suggestions for corrective action: Have the teacher check the name off, at the end of the
serving line, as each child takes their tray; Have an additional staff at the end of the serving line
to check off each name and/or scan the barcode; Go back to using the finger print system; Have
the student bring their barcode card and drop it in the bucket as they enter the line to get their
tray; etc.
