Requirement: A la carte foods and beverages sold during meal services must meet Smart Snacks
standards.

Findings: The Child Nutrition Department sells cookies, oven fries, delivered pizza, chips, baked
potatoes which are not Smart Snack Compliant. Technical assistance was given and SFA was
instructed to use the Smart Snack calculator for all items sold. Quantity of each item must be
measured accordingly.

Correction Action Required: The Child Nutrition Department must use the USDA Smart Snack
Calculator to determine it if ala carte items can be sold and keep all Smart Snack compliant
information on file.

Revenue from Non-program Foods- 7 CFR 210.14 (f)

Requirement: SFA must access it's compliance with the revenue from non-program foods
requirements.

Findings: The SFA did not calculate the non-program revenue and the food cost ratio, and it
was determined that the non-program ratio was less than the food cost ratio.

Corrective Action Required: The SFA must increase the cost of the ala carte items priced below
the actual cost of the item. At the end of each year, the SFA must complete the non-program
revenue calculator to ensure the revenue ratio exceeds the food cost ratio.
