Finding: Milk is being provided to two pre-school classes daily for each child from the Child
Nutrition Milk Supply. Numbers of children served is not being recorded and there is no
documentation that Child Nutrition is being reimbursed for the milk.

Corrective Action Required: Pre-School Teachers will record daily how much milk they take
from the Child Nutrition supply and provide this documentation to Child Nutrition Director
monthly. SFA Treasurer will prvide documentation that Child Nutriiton is being reimbursed for
these expentitures. This documentation will be provided monthly to Consultant for the
remainder of this school year.
