Requirement: Question 4: Breakfast & lunches sold to teachers, administrators, custodians and
other adults priced so that the adult payment in combination with any per lunch revenues from
other sources designated specifically for the support of adult meals is sufficient to cover the
overall cost of the lunch.

Finding: The district failed to reimburse Child Nutrition for the difference between the actual
amount charged and the required amount that must be charged.

Corrective Action Required: The district must charge adults the correct amount and or General
Fund reimburse Child Nutrition with non-federal funds. Provide documentation showing
General Fund procedure for reimbursing Child Nutrition.

After School Snack - 7 CFR 210.9(¢c)(7)

Requirement: Question 4: Snack properly counted and claimed.

Finding: The Boys & Girls Club operate part of the After School Snack Program at the school
district. The attendance records provided by the Boys & Girls Club show less students in
attendance than number of snacks claimed. It is unclear which record is accurate, attendance or
meal counts.

Corrective Action Required: Maintain daily accurate meal counts and attendance. Submit copies
of attendance & meal counts for the month of April 2022.

Requirement: Production records reflect that planned portion sizes meet the meal pattern
requirement.

Finding: Production Records lack total quantity of food served and some portion sizes.
Corrective Action Required: Provide accurate April After School Snack Production Records
with portion size and total quantity of food served.
