Findings: Based on production records it does not indicate that sufficient number of items were
taken on 12/1 and 12/15 to meet a reimbursable breakfast. Staff are telling students they need a
milk to complete the 3 items, but it is past the POS and students are not obtaining the milk when
needed. This is not a repeat violation; therefore, no fiscal action will be taken.

Corrective Action Required: Corrective action was taken while on-site. Milk is moved to the
service line for staff to ensure 3 items are obtained to count as a reimbursable meal.
