	Findings Details: Meal Counting and Claiming - 7 CFR 210.7(c) 

Requirement: All meals claimed for reimbursement must be counted at the point of service and records retained for 3 years.

Findings: The Snack meals were not counted at the point of service and records were not retained. 

Required Corrective Action: All meals claimed for reimbursement must be counted at the point of service and records retained for 3 years. Technical assistance was provided to correct this noncompliance. January 2022 (1147) Snack meals will be reclaimed.


	Findings Details_2: 



Meal Components and Quantities - 7 CFR 210.10 & 220.8 



Requirement: All meals claimed for reimbursement must meet minimum meal pattern requirements. 



Findings: The afterschool snack records indicate that on  1/6/2022 1/2 cup of oranges were served, and the minimum requirement is 3/4 cup. On 1/26/2022 a 1.5 oz nutria-grain bar was served, and the minimum requirement is 2.4 oz to equal 1 grain. On 1/27/2022 a Bosco stick was served with no Child Nutrition Label or Product formulation statement. On 1/31/2022 1/2 cup apple was served, and minimum requirement is 3/4 cup, also .75 oz of peanut butter was served, and the minimum requirement is 1 oz.



Corrective Action Required: All meals claimed for reimbursement must meet minimum meal pattern requirements. All combination foods must have a valid Child Nutrition Label or Product formulation statement from the manufacturer. Technical assistance was provided, and changes made to the snack menu to correct the noncompliance. No further corrective action is required for this Administrative Review.
	Findings Details_3: Food Safety CFR 210.13

Requirement: The school is required 2 Health Inspections each year. If 2 Health Inspections are not completed the school must request them and keep the documentation for the Administrative Review.

Findings: The school did not receive 2 Health Inspections and did not have documentation that they have been requested. 

Corrective action Required: Technical assistance was provided, and the request was made by the school during the Administrative Review. No further corrective action required for this Administrative Review.
