	Findings Details: Certification and Benefit Issuance – 7 CFR 245.6
Requirement: Certification and Benefit Issuance must be correctly completed.  Free and Reduced Applications must be complete and properly approved.
Finding:  Two applications one with one student and one with two students was approved as free. The applications did not have any income listed nor did they state the parent had zero income. One application with one student was approved for free the income listed on the application should be been approved for paid  another application was approved for reduced benefits but should have been approved for paid based on income listed on the application~.  See SFA-1 and SFA-2 for students with application errors. 
Corrective Action Required: Send a copy of the letter of adverse action that was sent to the family, and a roster showing the students are now receiving the correct meal benefit.

Verification – 7 CFR 245.6(a)
Requirement:If the SFA chose to replace applications for verification, it was done correctly & limited to 5% of the applications selected.
Finding: SFA substituted an application for verification due to same family was randomly chosen previous school year for verification,
Corrective Action Required: Follow all verification required guidelines .

	Findings Details_2: Meal Components and Quantities 7CFR 210.10 & 220.8 
Requirements: Planned menu quantities meet meal pattern
Finding: SFA is using recipes from a FSMC from another district. Recipes appeared inaccurate and difficult to determine amount of food actually used due to SFA not using same products in recipes. Technical assistance was provided how to update recipes, using actual products being purchased. Cereals are listed as cereal on production records. Some cereals being served are whole grains some are not. The grab & go sandwich /salad line is not meeting the subgroup for legumes and starchy.
Corrective Action Required: Ensure subgroups are served on the grab& go line. Submit a complete week of production, recipes  list the cereals by product name and CN labels or production formulation statement.


	Findings Details_3: Local Wellness Policy – 7 CFR 210.30
Requirement: Triennial Assessment completed and results provided to the public Wellness policy updated and implemented
Finding: The Wellness Policy has not been updates sine May 2016 , a triennial assessment has not been completed.
Corrective Action Required:Wellness committee must complete triennial assessment  and made available to the public. The Wellness committeee needs  have board approved updated policy. Provide documentation to state agency of when triennial assessment will be conducted and made available to public also send updated board approved policy.


Competitive Foods - 7 CFR 210.11 & 220.12
Requirement: All foods and beverages sold to students must meet the Smart Snack guidelines. Foods that are sold as exempt fundraisers must follow the State-defined limit and guidelines.
Finding: Non compliant foods and beverages were being sold to students that did not meet required guidelines. The SFA is selling a-la-carte items Rice Krispie Treats, caffine beverages to junior high  school students
Corrective Action Required: Before selling foods and beverages to students during the school day ensure all  guidelines are being followed. Provide a written plan demonstrating how all guidelines will be met for a-la-carte items sold to junior high & high schools students.
