	Findings Details: Certification and Benefit Issuance – 7 CFR 245.6
Requirement: Were all selected applications correctly approved?
Findings:  One application was approved free.  The application was completed on-line, when anything is typed in the Case number section it automatically approves the application as free.
Corrective Action Required:  Letter of adverse action to be sent 4/4/2024.  As of 4/5/2024 the student status must be changed to paid.  The school will need to consume the cost for 10 operating days.  Beginning April 22, 2024, the student will be charged the paid amount for breakfast and lunch.
	Findings Details_2: Meal Components and Quantities – 7 CFR 210.10 & 220.8
Requirement:  Are the minimum daily quantity requirements met for the age/grade group being offered?
Findings:  During the day of review lunch observation, students were not receiving the 6oz of vegetable required of the age/grade group.
Corrective Action Required:  April production records for lunch will need to be sent to the Regional Child Nutrition Program Specialist by 6/4/2024.

Requirement:  Do planned menu quantities meet meal pattern requirements for the review period?
Findings:  During the month of review, the quantity of vegetables were not met.  The students were served 4oz vegetable instead of the required 6oz.
Corrective Action Required:  April production records for lunch will need to be sent to the Regional Child Nutrition Program Specialist by 6/4/2024.

Requirement:  If No to a or b, list all the errors identified and the technical assistance provided. indicate whether the violations Identified were repeat violations for the SFA.
Findings:  Vegetable servings during the month of review were 4oz instead of 6oz. 
Corrective Action Required:  Technical assistance was given on the correct quantity of vegetable to be served for the age/grade group observed.  April production records for lunch will need to be sent to the Regional Child Nutrition Program Specialist by 6/4/2024.
