	Findings Details_2: Meal Components and Quantities – 7 CFR 210.10 & 220.8
Requirement: All meals claimed for reimbursement must meet the minimum meal pattern requirements. 80 % of all grains served must be whole grain rich. All vegetable and vegetable subgroups must be met for the day and the week.
Findings: The whole grain rich requirement was not met at breakfast or lunch. Only 64.52 % of grains served at breakfast were whole grain rich. Only 62.50 % of the grains served at lunch were whole grain rich. The vegetable legumes subgroup was not met for the week reviewed. The vegetable was short on some of the days during the review month. Some of the recipes used were not standardized recipes. Technical Assistance was provided on how to correct these noncompliance’s.  This was not a repeat violation so fiscal action will not be assessed.
Corrective Action Required: Menus must be corrected to meet all minimum meal pattern requirements and submitted to Jill Hardin. All recipes used must be standardized recipes to ensure correct crediting of all components.


	Findings Details_3: Competitive Foods - 7 CFR 210.11 & 220.12
Requirement: All foods and beverages sold to students during the school day must meet smart snack standards. 
Findings: Foods and beverages are sold to students that do not meet smart snack standards. 
Corrective Action Required: The foods and beverages that do not meet smart snack requirements must be removed from the vending machines. Only the foods and beverages that meet the smart snack requirements are allowed to be sold during the school day. All foods and beverages must have the smart snack documentation from the smart snack calculator.

Revenue from Nonprogram Foods – 7 CFR 210.14 (f)
After completing the comprehensive resource management review for Revenue from nonprogram foods, it was determined that this was not an area that needed corrective action.
