Finding: Edit check worksheet does not contain an attendance adjusted eligible column, as
referred to in question 323a. The reviewers were able to calculate that the student counts did not

exceed the attendance adjusted eligible students.

Corrective Action: The district needs to contact Mosaic to see if they have an update to the

program that will include all columns on the edit check worksheet.

Finding(s) Details:

Food Safety - CFR 210.13

Requirement: A copy of a written Food Safety Plan must be available at each school site.
Finding: There was not a Food Safety Plan available, but they did have documentation of 3 food
safety processes and a food safety checklist.

Corrective Action: The full Food Safety Plan is being issued to every site in the district.

Revenue from Non-Program Food - 7CFR 210.14(f)

Requirement: Child Nutrition must recover the full cost of adult meals.

Finding: There are several teachers on duty in the Cafeteria who receive meals at no charge. The
General Fund reimburses Child Nutrition for the cost of these meals.

Corrective Action: USDA and OCAS recommend that duty teachers receive this type of benefit
through payroll.

Requirement: The revenue ratio must be more than the food cost ratio for non-program foods.
Finding: The revenue ratio of 3.7% is less than the food cost ratio of 5.9%.

Corrective Action: The reviewers were made aware that the prices of some a-la-cart items have
been increased. Also, they are now contracting with a child care center that is bringing more
income into the non-program revenue.
