	Findings Details: 
Meal Counting and Claiming: -7 CFR 210.7 (c) 
Requirement: Accurate counts must be obtained at the Point of Service for all meals.
Finding: At Bodine ES, during the lunch observation in some of the pre-k classrooms, more meals were ordered from the cafeteria than the actual number of students in attendance. The teacher said that those students usually come in late so they don't have time to go down and get them a meal later. Meals must be served and delivered for only children in attendance to avoid waste. Also meal counts are turned in before students receive their tray. The Point of Service count should be taken when they receive their tray. 
Corrective Action Required: If children are eating in the classroom, counts must be taken as they are given a tray.
	Findings Details_2: Meal Components and quantities- 7 CFR 210.10 & 220.8.
Requirements: All meals must contain all the required meal components.
Findings: On the day of review at Bodine ES, bananas were taken to the class room with the meals  for lunch, however, the teacher did not offer them to the students. There was no fruit component offered for a reimbursable meal. These lunches for 16 students cannot be claimed.
Corrective action required: Once the December edit checks and claims are completed send a copy of Bodine Edit check worksheet to your consultant showing that these 16 meals were deducted from the claim.

Requirement: Minimum Daily quantity requirements must be met.
Finding: In one of the pre-k classes, teachers were pouring milk into dixie cups which did not provide students with the required amount of milk. This is the same class that did not offer the bananas.
Corrective Action: Once the December edit checks and claims are completed send a copy of Bodine Edit check worksheet to your consultant showing that these 16 meals were deducted.

	Findings Details_3: Local Wellness Policy: 7 CFR 210.30

Requirement:  Oklahoma City PS Wellness Policy must be followed when selling competitive foods.
Finding: OKCPS Wellness Policy states that only fundraisers that feature foods and beverages that meet the smart snack standards will be permitted.  On 9-19-21 at Douglass HS, a teacher was selling non smart snack items (example pop and candy bars), which do not comply with the OKC PS Wellness Policy uploaded in the off-site review.  On 10-7-2021, another review was completed and the smart snacks issue had been corrected.
Corrective Action: Ensure that all competitive foods sold in school meet smart snack standards as per your Local Wellness Policy.
	Findings Details_4: 
	CORRECTIVE ACTION REQUIRED TO BE COMPLETED BY21068k: During the meal observation at Mary Golda Ross MS, students were allowed to buy a la carte items. When the first group of kids cane through they received their reimbursable meals and then came back to the cashier to buy a la carte items. During the second meal service, the principal announced that they must buy their a la carte items when they receive their reimbursable meal. During the second service the line backed up and it took longer for a student to get the reimbursable meal and have time to eat it. The recommendation would be to let all students get their reimbursable meal and then go back to buy a la carte.
