Water must be served at meals. Determine procedure for all students to have access to water at
meals.

Preschool (CACFP) meal pattern must be followed when Pre-K students are not co-mingled in the
dining room with other grades.

Reimbursable Meals must be identified in the dining room. Determine procedure to post
reimbursable meals at each meal.
