CN Director must have 12 hours of training annually. 8 Hours of Food Safety training is required
every 5 years. Due to a Professional Standards Covid waiver, this was not written up as an area of
non-compliance. When Covid waivers expire, this training will be required again.

There are no meal counts for the 3 year old program that are being counted for breakfast and
lunch this year. They were not counted on the January claim so no fiscal action will be taken for
this matter, but for the remainder months of the school year, make sure accurate meal counts are
being taken.
