Serve. Students must take all items in their complete menu quantity.

Corrective Action Required: Technical assistance was given to make sure all students take all
components offered. February Production records must be sent to the Regional Child Nutrition
Program Specialist.

Requirement: Review production records and other supporting documentation, did all reviewed
meals during the review period indicate that all of the required meal components per weekly
meal pattern requirements were offered and served to students?

Findings: Production records for the review month were not completed accurately. The district
used a production that does not include all required information. An adequate production record
was given to the Head Cook in the district.

Corrective Action Required: Copies of February breakfast and lunch production records must
be sent to Regional Child Nutrition Program Specialist by 3/26/2024.
