Requirement:Benefit Issuance roster must be reflective of all enrolled students for the month.
Finding:During review the district could not provide roster that was reflective of all students enrolled in the review month.
Corrective Action Required: Print monthly rosters showing all students enrolled and with current 
eligibility.
Meal Counting and Claiming 7CFR210.7(c)
Requirement:The free, reduced and paid lunch counts should not exceeded the number of attendance adjusted eligible students
Finding: The districts edit checks do not provide the columns for highest free, reduced and paid eligibles and attendance factor. Eligibles could not be accurately verified due to missing columns on district edit check.
Corrective Action Required: The district shall provide edit check with all required information.

 

	Findings Details_2: Offer versus Serve – 7 CFR 201.10 & 220.8
Requirement: #500  Offer versus serve is not being properly implemented.
Findings: State agency staff observed trays were being pre-plated during lunch meal service at Northwood Fine Arts Academy. SFA application indicates the district is OVS.
Corrective Action Required: Documentation must be sent to SDE showing staff have reviewed the OVS section in the Child Nutrition manual, CM-19 - CM-22 send to Regional Child Nutrition Specialist Rhonda Stevens.

Meal Components and Quantities 7CFR 210.10 & 220.8
Requirements: Planned menu quantities meet meal pattern 
Finding: The documentation provided during the review lacked sufficient information to determine if meal patterns were met during the review month. Weekly certification tool could not be validated due to incorrect labels and production records. Production Records lacked quantity information, total quantity of food needed/prepared. Recipes appeared inaccurate and difficult to determine amount of food actually used. Planned quantities are not repeat violations.
Corrective Action Required: Update recipes and production records in Mosaic.
Requirements: Production records and/or supporting documentation for the review period indicate that required quantities of foods were available.
Finding: Production Record failed to show quantities of food served met meal pattern requirements. Production Records lack meal contribution column.
Corrective Action Requirement: Submit updated production records, recipes,labels,and certification tool for breakfast and lunch for one full week in the month of April. Send to Rhonda Stevens Regional Child Nutrition Specialist Rhonda Stevens


	Findings Details_3: Competitive Foods - 7 CFR 210.11 & 220.12
Requirement: All foods and beverages sold to students must meet the Smart Snack guidelines. Foods that are sold as exempt fundraisers must follow the State-defined limit and guidelines. 
Finding: Noncompliant foods were being sold to students that did not meet 
required guidelines. Suckers were being sold at Clyde Boyd middle school. State agency was not provided fundraising form during the review.                                                                                                                           
Corrective Action Required: Before selling foods and beverages to students during the school 
day all required guidelines must be followed. All exempt fundraisers must be approved and
tracked by the SFA. The correct forms must be completed and kept on file when the SFA 
chooses to have exempt fundraisers.

Revenue from Non-program Foods - 7 CFR 210.4(f)
Requirement: The SFA correctly calculates its nonprogram food ratio and its food cost ratio.
Finding: Documentation provided from Oklahoma Cost Accounting System indicates that the nonprogram revenue ratio was less than its food cost ratio. 
Corrective Action Required: Review procedures for reporting cost and revenue for non program foods.
