	Findings Details_2: Meal Components and Quantities : 7 CFR 210.10 & 220.8
Requirement: #402 Minimum daily quantity requirements must be met for the age/grade group being offered.
Finding : Review of production  records indicate lettuce and tomato was to be offered  as part of vegetable component but was not offered therefor the minimum daily quantity of vegetable  was not met. Note: Production records did not indicate a substitution was offered in place of the lettuce and tomato. Technical assistance was given at time of review. Violation is not a repeat violation from previous administrative review
Corrective Action Required: Production records/menus must be followed to ensure daily quantity requirements are met. Train staff on making correct substitutions.

Requirement: #603 All meals claimed for reimbursement must meet the minimum meal pattern requirements. 
Finding: After completing the Dietary Specification Assessment Tool for Lunch, the results indicated the required daily and weekly vegetable quantities were not met. 
Corrective Action Required: Provide one weeks worth production records to show daily and weekly vegetable requirements are being met.

Requirement #6B
Requirement: Production Records for After School Snack list meal component and reflect planned portion size meeting meal pattern requirements.
Finding:Planned portion size is not being reflected on production records.
Corrective Action Required: Production records must indicate portion size , Provide one week of After School Snack production records.
