Finding(s) Details:

Certification and Benefit Issuance- 7 CFR 245.6

Requirement: All students must be approved correctly to receive Free or Reduced benefits. All
documentation must be kept on file for three years.

Findings: Three students were approved for free benefits, but documentation was not available
for review.

Corrective Action Required: The students must be updated to the correct benefit after sending
the 10-day written adverse action letter to the household. If a free or reduced status cannot be
approved the students must be changed to the paid status by February 23,2023. Fiscal action will
not be assessed due to being under the 3% error rate for the review of selected students.

Verification — 7 CFR 245.6(a)

Requirement: Verification must be correctly completed. Three percent of all free and reduced
applications on file as of Oct 1 must be randomly selected from the error-prone applications.
Findings: The three percent of the application on file required 8 applications to be verified and
only 7 were verified due to one family leaving the district. This should have been corrected by
replacing that application with another error-prone application.

Corrective Action Required: Verification must be completed correctly. Identify how this will be
corrected for the next verification process. Prior to the next verification process training is
recommended.

The amount is located on the Schedule B of the CNP Application
Agreement. These nonprogram meals must be tracked using the adult cost form to ensure the
cost for these meals are accurate and the correct amount is being recouped by the Child Nutrition
Program Account.

Findings: The SFA was not using the adult cost form to track adult meals for the prior school
year. The general fund is paying several expenses for Child Nutrition and the amount is
sufficient for the last school year.

Corrective Action Required: The SFA must start using the adult cost form to track all
nonprogram (adult) meals. This amount must be covered with nonfederal funds to reimburse the
Child Nutrition Program Account.
