	Findings Details_2: Meal Components and Quantities – 7 CFR 210.10 & 220.8



REQUIREMENT:  All meals served and claimed for reimbursement must meet the minimum meal pattern requirements.

FINDING: The vegetable component was short for lunch on the day of review. Technical assistance was provided.  ½ cup of beans were added to the menu on the day of review to correct the amount short in the vegetable component for the lunch meal service.

CORRECTIVE ACTION REQUIRED: All meals served must meet minimum meal pattern requirements. Training must be completed by the Food Service Director and child nutrition staff.  All meals must be checked to ensure the minimum meal patterns are being met and that only reimbursable meals are being claimed for reimbursement.



REQUIREMENT: All meals served and claimed for reimbursement must meet the minimum meal pattern requirements.  Combination products must have a valid Child Nutrition Label or Approved Product Formulation Statement from the manufacturer.  All grains served and counted toward the grain component in the reimbursable meal must be whole grain rich.

FINDING: When the USDA tool was completed the results indicated that the minimum grain component for the breakfast meal were not met and that only 47% of the grains served were whole grain rich.  Tootie Fruities, Frosted Flakes, hamburger buns, rice, French toast and blue berry muffins were not Whole Grain Rich.  Combination products were served that do not have a valid Child Nutrition label or product formulation statement. The products were Okra, Crispitos and Chicken Strips.

CORRECTIVE ACTION REQUIRED: Labels and invoices will need to be emailed to Jill Hardin showing Whole Grain Rich products and child nutrition labels. Breakfast menu will need to be corrected to serve the minimum grains required for the week and emailed to Jill Hardin



REQUIREMENT: Milk substitutions must meet requirements. A doctor's note stating the substitutions is required for all beverages that do not meet the minimum requirements.

FINDING: Milk substitutions were served that did not meet requirements and the doctor's note did not have the substitution listed.

CORRECTIVE ACTION REQUIRED: Only allowable milk substitutions can be served without a doctor's note listing the specific milk substitution.

	Findings Details_3: Offer vs Serve – 7 CFR 210.10 & 220.8



REQUIREMENT: 

Offer vs Serve must be implemented correctly and all staff must be trained annually. 

FINDING:

Offer vs Serve is only used for the lunch meal service and is not being implemented correctly. The Child Nutrition Staff are very uncertain what is required to be offered and what must be taken to be a reimbursable meal. Technical assistance was provided to correct any deficiencies during the meal service observed. Training was completed prior to the review but all Child Nutrition staff will need additional training to fully understand the offer vs serve option. 

CORRECTIVE ACTION REQUIRED: 

Training must be completed by all Child Nutrition staff.





Food Safety – CFR 210.13



REQUIREMENT: Two Health inspections are required each year. If health inspections are not completed the school must send a written request for a health inspection and keep the documentation for the Administrative Review. 

FINDING: Only one health inspection was completed for SY 21 and none for SY 22.

CORRECTIVE ACTION REQUIRED: 

Health inspections must be requested, and documentation sent to Jill Hardin.
