Requirements 410: a. Quantities must meet all meal pattern requirements. b. Production records
and/or other supporting documentation for the review period must indicate that the required
quantities of all foods were available.

Findings: 71 sack lunches of 2,623 total lunches did not include full vegetable quantity (3/4
cup) requirement due to straight serve. The required quantity of the Legume vegetable
sub-group was not met during the week of review in the review period.

Corrective Action Required: When using straight serve where the student does not have the
opportunity to select meal based on offer versus serve, ensure that all components in the full
required quantities are served (placed in the sack lunch) to meet the daily and weekly minimum
meal pattern requirements. Ensure that all meal pattern requirements are met weekly, including
vegetable sub-groups, and that required quantities of all components are offered. Increase
legumes offered to meet the 1/2 cup sub-group requirement. Offer all vegetable sub-groups on
the meal service line and/or on the Fruit/Vegetable Bar. Technical Assistance provided for
correct quantities of all components based on straight "serve" or Offer versus Serve, as well as
the requirement to meet full vegetable sub-group quantities. These are not repeat violations,
therefore fiscal action is not being assessed.
