Verification documentation-Verification - 7 CFR 245.6(a)

Requirement: All applications selected for verification must be verified correctly.

Finding: One application that was selected for verification was not verified correctly. Gross
income was over the federal income guidelines for free/reduced price meals; Child support
income documentation was not provided.

Corrective Action Required: SFA will state in corrective action plan how this issue will be

resolved.

Requirement: Verification must be complete by November 15.

Findings: Due to the above finding, verification was not completed by November 15th deadline.
Corrective Action Required: A Letter of Adverse Action must be sent to the household(this was
completed during the review). After the ten day required time, move the students from free to
full paid. Submit documentation from the roster to show the students' eligibility has been

changed.

Finding(s) Details:

Meal Components and Quantities — 7 CFR 210.10 & 220.8

Requirement: #409 Components, per weekly meal pattern requirements, were not offered and
served.

Findings: Multiple days during the review month, January 2023, vegetable subgroups were not
met and the 80% whole grain requirement was not met. Please refer to attachment 1 for meal
details. This is a reoccurring finding and fiscal action will be assessed.

Corrective action Required: CN Director will be responsible for submitting lunch production
records to Regional Child Nutrition Specialist, K. Schoeling. The week of 3/20-24/23 and
3/27-31/23 will need to be submitted with all required labels and recipes. All Child Nutrition
staff will need to complete whole-grain rich training in OSDE Connect.

Requirement: #410a&b. Planned menu quantities do not meet meal pattern requirements for the
review period.

Findings: Multiple days during the review month, January 2023, were insufficient in quantity.
Please refer to attachment 1 for meal details. Not all recipes are standardized; CN labels are not
being maintained on all required products; insufficient grain servings are being served for the
9-12th grade group. This is a reoccurring finding and fiscal action will be assessed.

Corrective action required: CN Director will be responsible for submitting lunch production
records to Regional Child Nutrition Specialist, K. Schoeling. The week of 3/20-24/23 and
3/27-31/23 will need to be submitted with all required labels and recipes.

Meal Components and Quantities (Review Period) — 7 CFR 210.10 & 220.8

Requirement: #412. In order to receive Performance-Based Reimbursement, minimum meal
patterns must be met.

Finding: Due to repeat findings of multiple meals not meeting meal patterns, Performance-Based
Reimbursement will be turned off for district.

Corrective Action Required: Consultant will make an unannounced visit to ensure that meal
patterns are being met. Performance-Based Reimbursement will remain off until that time.

Professional Standards — 7 CFR 210.31

Requirement: Food Safety Certification must be completed by the Food Service Director every 5
years.

Findings: The Food Service Director has not completed the required food safety certification.
Corrective Action Required: The Food Service Director must complete the required Food Safety
Training and send a confirmation to Kristen Schoeling as part of the corrective action plan.

Dietary Specifications and Nutrient Analysis-7 CFR 210.10(f)

Requirement: #603. Areas were identified during the off-site review that were found to be
non-compliant.

Finding: After reviewing January 2023 production records against USDA certification tool, it
was found the week of 1/9-13/23 did not meet meal pattern requirements for breakfast or lunch.
Corrective Action Required: CN Director will be responsible for submitting lunch production
records to Regional Child Nutrition Specialist, K. Schoeling. The week of 3/20-24/23 and
3/27-31/23 will need to be submitted with all required labels and recipes.

Finding(s) Details:
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Comments/Recommendations:

* It is recommended that the point of sale be moved to the food service line area to ensure second
milks are being charged as a la carte items.

* Food and supplies purchased with federal, child nutrition funds can not be used to provide
meals to school daycare.

* Students should be allowed 1 milk per meal service. Any extra milk should be considered an a
la carte item and should be charged accordingly.

* Preparing for 2nds and/or leftovers should not be a common practice.

* The Safe, Healthy, and Fit School Committee meeting that took place on September 27, 2022
did not address any topics related to the Local School Wellness Policy.

* High sodium products need to be limited at breakfast. Bacon should not be served due to high
sodium content and not contributing as a meat/meat alternate.

* The high school site is accredited for 9-12th grade. The high school eating site is feeding
7th-12th grade. Production records and edit checks are being maintained correctly.

* District is claiming daycare meal counts. These children are not counted as eligibles; only meal
counts.

* After completing the comprehensive resource management review for non-program foods, it
was found that this was not an area that needed corrective action.
