	Findings Details: Meal counting and Claiming 7 CFR 210.10 & 220.8
Requirement: A point of service must be established for each meal claimed for reimbursement.
Finding: On 9/22/2022, 15 students were served with no point of service established.
Corrective Action Required: The September 2022 edit check must be sent to Regional Child Nutrition Specialist, Tammy Flute showing the meals served without a point of service was not claimed for reimbursement.
	Findings Details_2: After School Snack Program meal patterns 7 CFR 210.10 (o)
Requirement: Minimum meal pattern for after school snacks must be met.
Finding: 778 snack did not meet the minimum meal pattern quantities for the fruit or grain components.
Corrective Action Required: The minimum meal pattern quantities must be met for each snack claimed for reimbursement.

Dietary Specifications and Nutrient Analysis 7 CFR 210.10(f)
Requirement: Fluid milk must be available in at least the two required varieties throughout the serving period.
Finding: Fluid milk was not made available in at least the two required varieties throughout the serving period for breakfast.
Corrective Action Required: Fluid milk must be available in at least the two required varieties through all meal services.
	Findings Details_3: Food Safety CFR 210.13
Requirement: Food safety for schools training must be completed every five years.
Finding: The food safety training expired 8/1/2016.
Corrective Action Required: Eight hours of food safety training must be completed and the certificate of completion must be sent to the Regional Child Nutrition Specialist, Tammy Flute.

Professional Standards CFR 210.31
Requirement: Any staff or workers participating in any child nutrition program must be trained in civil rights as well as trained in their job duties.
Finding: Not all workers serving and counting meals for the after school snack program have been trained in civil rights, nor have they been trained in how to properly maintain attendance and meal count sheets.
Corrective Action Required: Any staff or worker participating in any child nutrition program must be trained in both civil rights and their job duties. After this training is completed, a sign in sheet or training certificate must be sent to the Regional Child Nutrition Specialist, Tammy Flute.
